
Course Code & Title: CHIN9507 Chinese as a Foreign Language VII (6 credits) 

 
Course Description: 

 

This intensive course is for foreign learners who have completed CHIN9506 or have attained 

equivalent competence to Chinese Proficiency Test (New HSK) level 4.   It aims to enhance 

students’ communicative competence, specifically targeting at speaking, reading and writing. 

Students will be exposed to Chinese society and culture through a greater variety of topical 

presentations and discussions.  Students are required to write compositions of 750 or more 

characters.

4. Demonstrate an ability to communicate in writing short essays and composition by using 

standard modern Chinese grammar and sentence structure s to discuss various topics.
